between
the Ministry of National Defence
of the Hellenic Republic
and

the Ministry of Defence
of the Slovak Republic

| on
co-operation in the military field
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Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic and the Ministry of
the Slovak Repubs;ic further on referred to as “Parties”, '

Having in mind the goals and principles of the Charter of the United Nations,
in particular restraining from use of force or threat of force in mutual relations,
respecting sovereignty, inviolability of frontiers, territorial integrity, non-interference
in inner affairs and peaceful settlement of disputes,

Following the provisions of the 1994 “PfP Framework Documents” in
Brussels Summit.

Respecting commitments ‘adopted in compliance with Final Act of the
Conference on Security and “Co-operation in Europe for strengthening mutual
confidence through military co-operation.

Aiming at developing bilateral contacts by strengthening the co-operation and
mutual understanding,

Have agreed on the following:

Article 1

Specification of Terms

For the sake of this Agreement:

1) “Outsending Part” is the Party sending out a delegation within the
framework of its competence to visit the other party state territory.

2) “Receiving Party” is the Party receiving the persons sent by the outsending
Party to its territory.

3) “Predetermined place” is a place of entry for the delegation of the
outsending Party to the receiving Party state territory.
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Article 2
Specification of Co-operation

The Parties will be exchanging information and will be co-operating in any way
on the basis of reciprocity and mutual benefit to the extent of their purview limited by

the Slovak and Hellenic legal precepts.

Article 3
Fields of Co-operation

The Parties will particularly be co-operating in the following fields:

(1) State defence management in peace-time, and defence planning.

(2) Organisation of the Armed Forces and mobilisation system in peace-
time. '
(3) Satisfaction of the Armed Forces requirements by the private sector in
terms of market economy.

(4) Financial planning, programming and budgeting for defence
expenditures and their control.

(5) Military education and science.

(6) Technical co-operation on military research, development.

(7) Armament, equipment and material unification and standardisation.

(8) Training of the Armed Forces specialists, their education and exercise.

(9) Medical care.

(10) Exchange of information on military aircraft flight, search and rescue
service, training of pilots and air defence structure. '

(11) Structure of the logistic and its competence including codification
system .
(12) Arms control, strengthening confidence and security in the World.
(13) Organisation and training associated with the participation in the
peace-keeping missions of the United Nations Organisation missions, and other
international peace activities.

(14) Participation of 'i'nilitary observers at military manoeuvres.

Article 4
Forms of Co-operation

The Parties will implement the co-operation in the following main forms:
(1) Official visit and working .ings of Ministers of Defence and other officials.
(2) Consultations and excha:  of experience, conferences, staff talks, meetings,

etc.
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(3) Negotiations of permanent and temporary working groups.
(4) Exchange of information and docuriients.

(5) Visits at components and facilities of the armed forces.

(6) Cultural and sporting events.

Article 5
Co-opération Plénning

Co-operartion activities of the Parties will be stipulated in annual co-operation
plans which will be prepared by the Parties by 15 November for the following
calendar year.

Article 6
Commitments of the Outsending Party

The outsending Party will provide for the persons who are members of its delegation

the following items at its own cost:

a) transportation to the predetermined place on the territory of the state of
the receiving Party and return, unless otherwise agreed; '

b) personal expenses for the duration of the sojourn;

¢) documents required by the authorities of the state of the receiving Party
to be presented on entry to and exit from its territory:

Article 7
Commitments of the Receiving Party

1) The receiving Party, on its ferritory, will provide, for the persons who are
members of the delegation of the outsending Party, the following items at its own
costs:

a) transportation from the predetermined place on the territory of its state
to the place of sojourn and to the place from which the delegation will leave the
territory of the state of the receiving Party; )

b) boarding;
c) lodging;
d) cultural program.

t
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2) the receiving Party will provide for the persons who are members of the delegation
of the outsending Party, associated with their sojourn on the state territory of the
receiving Party, emergency medical care including emergency hospitalisation and
dental care.

Article 8

Special Cases Costs Covering

In case of agreed item of co-operation which will be to the benefit of only one
of the Parties which will be ensured with expenses for the second Party, both Parties
will agree in advance the way of covering these expenses not necessarily always being
bound by provisions of article 6 and 7 of this Agreement.

Article 9
Protection of Classified Information
1) Information exchanged in the course of co-operation on the basis of this

Agreement will be protected in compliance with the laws of the country of the -
receiving Party.

2) The Parties will protect information obtained in the course of co-operation on the
basis of this Arrangement. None of the Parties will divulge classified information to
anybody, who is not taking part in this Agreement, unless it possesses a written
consent of the Party providing that information.

Article 10
Settlement of Disputes

Disputes that might arise between the Parties during the co-operation:
following this Agreement, will be solved urgently by the Parties themselves through
* mutual negotiations and will not be forwarded to any international court or to any

third party.
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Article 11
Final Provisions

1) This Agreement enters into force on the day of the latest notification
indicating that the necessary internal procedures of both Parties required for its entry
into force have been fulfilled and will be valid for five years. It will automatically be
renewed for another five years if neither party notifies in writing of its intention to
terminate this Agreement.

2) The Parties are entitled to change of supplement this Agreement by mutual
consent at any time.

3) Each of the Parties may terminate this Agreement in writing. The .
termination will come into force six months after its delivery to the other Party.

Signed in Bratislava on 27 January in two copies, each drawn up in the Slovak,
Greece and English languages. In case of different interpretation, the English version
will prevail.
