(a) A certified document (12 years of studies) or equivaient to
the Hellenic Highscheol Diplema entitling the candidate to enrol a Higher
education institutions (University) of his country.

(b) Excellent or good conduct.
{c) Officers Scheols candidates must be between 17-22

years of age; NCOS Schools candidates sheuld not be over 24 years of age
by 31 December of the year of their armival in Greece.
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(d)  Candidates must De single.

(e} He shouid not have been ccndemned for panishatie
offence more specifically:

(1)  He must not have been condemned wrevccacly tc
penalty for theft, embezziement, deceit, extorticn, folgery, bribery, peculation,
breach of duty, defimation, perjury, defaulting, deserticn or breach of the low
of the protecticn of the country, the Regime and the freedom of the Civilians,
as well as refered to tnal or be presecuted for any of the aforementioned
crimes.

{(2) He must not be prosecuted for cimes or cffences
that are provided for by the articles 58-65 of the Criminal Cede.

(3} He must not have lost hiw rank or have been
piaced cn the retired list or have come out of Military Schocl due ‘o discipline
or any cther reason.

(f Candidates have to be heaithy and nct handicapped in
any way; specificially:

(1) For their selection excellent physical fitness should
be canfirmed and they should be suppiied with a health certificate.

(2) Upon amival in Greece all students will underge a
thorough medical examination, according to the criteria of Decree 426/84, by
the Supreme Medical Committee of the Branch where their School belongs to.

(3) The diseases that render a candidate unfit for the
Military Scheols are shown on the enclosed tacles.

‘ (4)  Students found physically unfit during the inttial
examination conducted in Greece as well as during the fellowing
examinations, will be repatriated at the Ministry of Defence of the Repubiic of
Albanian’s expense. '

g. In addition, candidates for the Air Force Academy (Pilots
Deparment) should:

(1) Not be over 1,90m. of height.
(2) Have excellent eyesight and hearing.

h. Candidates must speak English or French very well.
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2. Students who do not meet these requirements will oe repatnated
at the Ministry of‘Defence of the Republic of Albania expense, regardiess of
ceriod cr phase cf training. '

ARTICLE VI

Candidates Preparatory School

1. The acceptance or not of the scholarships prepesed by the
Hellenic Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MOFA) as well as the names of the
candidate students,should be communicated by the Republic cf Altania to the
Hellenic MOFA three months since the scholarship offered.

2. All Candidates must have arrived in Greece by the end of
Sertember of each year,so that they can attend the Preparatery Scheool where
they leamn the Greek language. |

3. The Greek language is taught through English and French.
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4’ Training in the Greek language. through cther languages, wilt nct
be offered.
5. During their attendance cf the Preparatory Schocl, cancicate

s:udents have to follow the prcgram of the Schcol and comply with its
reguiaticns.

8. Students whe speak the Greek language {Geod enough - 75%
ard above) will nct attend the Precaration Scheci. They will attend the first
academic year cf the school for which they are selected.

ARTICLE VI

Certificates reguired

1. All Albarian students ars otliged w© brng the foilowing
certificates,upcn their amval in Greece.

a. Birth certificate
b. Certificate of Studies
c. Certificate of Heaith
d. Certificate showing that the stucent has teen selected “cr
a specific schcol and speciiizaticn course

e. Marital Status Certificate.

2. Especially thcse scheduled to attend the Service Suzcert
Officers Military Scheol should bring with them:

a. The original of the High Schoc! Certificate

D. Certificate issued by the Minstry of Educaticn cf therwr
Country certifying that the candidate can be admitted to a University in
Albania.

©C Nationality certificate of the candidate as well as of his
parents. '

3. Above certificates and all menticned above shculd be trarsiated
intc Greek or, if impossible in English or French and then shculd be submitted
tc the aporo-priate Hellenic Diplomatic Authorities for a first cneck and
approval.
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4 Further. and by the end of August the aforementicned
cedificates are forwarded to the Hellenic MOFA where the final check and
approval will be conducted.

ARTICLE Vill
Arrival-Reception
1. The Ministry of Defence of the Repubiic of Albania is obliged tc
advise the MOFA or MCD of exact armvai details in ime. (Flight Ne, Qate ard
Time) in corder to facilitate the Hellenic Military Authorities to receive the
candicates.

2. The afcrementioned information should be received by our
Authorities at ieast a week befera their ammval.

ARTICLE IX

Penai Jurisdiction-Consequencss

1. Ouring the courses, Albanian students are subject to the Greek
Penal Code regarding criminal offences committed in Hellenic territory, even f
those offences are notregarded punishable under Albanian law.

2. Any violaticn of the Hellenic Penal Code by an Albanian
student, in additicn to the rest of the sancticns will result in his immediate
repatriation as "PERSONA NCN GRATA"

ARTICLE X

Course of Studies

1. During the course of Studies the Altanian Students are required
to comply with the ruies and regulations of Military Scheols cr training centers
they attend,subject to the same Disciplinary Rules as the Greek students.

2. Any student who fails twice a course during his whole
attendance is considered incompentent and he has to retumn te his country at
Albania's expense.

3. It is possible to make an excepticn; if an Albanian student is
tumed down due to some particular nautical or flying inadequacy.
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4, In such a ¢ase the student will not be repatnated, but the
Hellenic authorities can consider his admissicn to another school of speciaiity
with the consent of the MOD of the Regubiic of Albania. -

5 The Hellenic MOD nctifies the Albanian MOD that it has to
nominate the graduates and cover the expenses of their clothing three menths
befcre-their graduation ceremcny, ctherwise they will attend it in the stucents’
uniform.

8. The Altanian students must be granted the permisssion of their
MOD o go tc their country or to third countries, during their leave of acsence.

7. The MQD of the ‘Repubiic of Albania is ¢cbliged tc provice leave
allcwances at its discreticn in order that the Albanian students can meet their
own expenses if they spend their leave of absence in Greece.

8. A student will be allowed to termmate nis stucies at any time at

the Albanian MOUD approval. The Albanian MOD will uncertake e mcdalities
conceming the retumn cf those students to their country.

ARTICLE XI

Students' Progress

1. The apprcorate Hellenic Military Authonties are obliced tc
inform the MOD of the Republic of Albanian regularly, on each siucent's
progress by sending periedical progress regorts after every semester exams,
In exceptional cases extra repcrts will be forwarded.

2. In case that a student is not abie to pass two cr more subiects,
the Albanian MCC will be informed by a wrtten nctice, as well as the stucent
concerned.

3. All correspondence between the MOD of the cantracting
Parties will be cancucted through the relevant Bilateral Relations Division of
the Hellenic MOFA, as well as of the regional diplomatic authorties.

ARTICLE XII
Losses - Liabilittes - Damages
1. The MOD of the Republic of Albania will be liable towards the

state of Greece for any lcss or damage caused to the proper‘y of the State of
Greece by Aibanian students while off duty.
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2. Third party Claims for damages in connecticn with activities or
negligence of Albanian students while training or during the nerfomance cf
official duty, will be subject to the Hellenic [aws and regulaticns and the
relevant \.ost will be borme by the Republic of Albania.

3. If such damages result from illegal activities or negligence of an
Alpanian student while off duty, the cost of any liability will be borme by the
student himself unless the MOD of the Repubiic of Altanian decides to bear
the cost cn his benhali.

4 A decisicn of an, authorized irbunal must cover ali
aforementicned rases.

5. No claims can be put against any Albanian stucents for damages
caused unintenticnally in connection with achvities uncertaken in the
performance of official duty.

8. The MQD of the Reputiic of Albania may have a representative
during the hearing of the case.

ARTICLE XIiI

Student's Death

The MOD of the Republic of Albania will bear the cost of the ‘ransfer
of corpse in the event of death of any student, unless otherwise agreed upon
by the MQD of the Hellenic Republic. .

ARTICLE XIV
Finance

1. The provided scholarship covers accommodation, and beard, at
the school as well as the military uniform. 1t also covers the tctal training tuition
fees, except the aircraft fuel consumed.

2. During the students training the expenses for fuel consumed are
bome by the Albanian MOD, uniess otherwise agreed upon by the MQOD of the
Republic of Albania and the MOU of the Hellenic Republic.

3. Payments will be effected according to the expense list
submitted tc the MCD of the Republic of Albania through the Hellenic MOFA,
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4. Fuel payment must be effected within three (3) months frem the
date the expense list issued.

S. The scholarship does not cover the fare to/frcm Greece cor any
other travel expenses in Greece or abroad.

8. The Albanian Students will be given a monthly allowance egual
to that provided to Greek students by the military educaticnal institution in
orcer to meet their
perscnal expenses.

ARTICLE XV
TRAINING IN OTHER SCHOOLS
The training of Albanian officers at War Colleges and Training Centers
may be conducted by signing a separate Memcrandum of Understanding
centaining a list of schocls and acdmission reguirements.

ARTICLE XVI

Ratification and Validity

This agreement will enter intc force temperarily upon its signature date
and finally on the date of the relevant vaiidity docurmnents exchange tetween
the two countries. The said dccuments show that the neccessary naticnal
procecdures have been cocmpleted.

ARTICLE XVl
Duration

1. This agreement is valid for a period cf three years. Upen its
expiration it will continue to be valid annually by mutual consent.

2. This agreement can be terminated upon mutual consent of both
Parties or if either Party wishes so. In that case, it should give written nctice

“six months before the initial three year period, expires or six months befcre the

end of each extending year.
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ARTICLE XV

Review

1. Either MOD can, if it deems it advisatie propose in wnting the
amendment or supplement cf this agreement. Any such amendment or
supplement will ce put intc effect after being approved by Zoth MODs.

2. Any dispute among_ the parties relating to the intrepretation or
implementation of the present agraement will be settled by direct negotiaticns
without the interventicn of a third Paity. if negotiations produce no result within
three months from their start, either Pary will be atle to terminate this
agreement giving at least 30
days pricr notice in writting.

ARTICLE XIX

This agreement was signed in Tirama on 4dth of Fepqyin
three original copies in English, Greek and Albanian languages. All three texts
are equally valid. In case of differences in the interpretaticn of the Greek and
Albanian texts, the English text wiil prevail.
