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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN

THE GOVE-RN_MENT OF THE REPUBL—IC OF TURKEY :

ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF HUMANITARIAN
" EMERGENCY RESPONSE

Bearing in minti the United Nations General Assembly Resolution 46/182
of 19t December 1991 calling for lmprovements in the f\eld of -providing
international humanitarian emergency assistance;

Taking into account the United Nations General Assembly Resolution
47/168 of 22 December 1992 calling upor potential donor states to
undertake necessary measures that would enable the United Nations to
have more expeditious access, when necessary, to their emergency relief
capacities, for rendering humanitarian' emergency assistance;

Taking into account the provisions of the United Nations General
Assembly Resolution 50/57 of 12 December 1995 on the further

increase of the resources for humanitarian operations on mitigation of
emergencies and crises;

Taking into account the provisions of the United Nations General
Assembly Resolution 54/30 of 22« November 1999 on the decision taken
by the Governments of the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Turkey
to establish a Joint Hellenic Turkish — Standby Disaster Response. Unit
(hereinafter referred to as ‘JHET-SDRU’) comprising contingents drawn
from governmental and non-governmental organizations and agencies of

both countries to reinforce and expand existing standby arrangements of
the United Nations system;
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Recalling the recommendations of the OCHA Ministerial Conference on
Regional Cooperation and Coordination in Crisis Management for Europe
and the NIS, the Fnbourg Forum’, on 15t — 16“‘ June 2000;

Taking into account the provisions of the Protocol of 8th November 2001
by which the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Turkey established
the JHET-SDRU, as well as the annexed Terms.of‘_jReference;

Taking “into ‘account the provisions of the United Nations General

Assembly Resolution 56/99 of. 14th December 2001 on the progress
achieved by the Governments of the Hellenic Republic and the Republic
of Turkey, in cooperation. with the Office -for the Coordination of

Humanltanan Affairs of - the Secretanat ‘on the- formation of a Joint
Hellenic-Turkish  Standby Dlsaster” Res‘ponse Unit, which’ WI'I be'

operational in the near future;

Intending to develop mutually useful cooperation between the United
Nations Office for the Coordination of Humanitarian:Affairs (hereinafter
referred to as ‘OCHA’) and JHET:SDRU in the field of rendering
international humanitarian assistance in case of sudden onset of natural
disasters in order to reach the objectives of the United Nations in regard
to coordination and mobilisation of humanitarian emergency assistance;

Noting the planned high level of preparedness of JHET-SDRU, as well as |

the need to widen its participation in international humanitarian

emergency operations conducted, mfer alia, under the aegis of the United
Nations;

Now, therefore the United Nations, represented by OCHA, and the

Governments of the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Turkey,

hereinafter collectively referred to as the Parties, have agreed as follows:
Article 1

Definitions

The definitions contained in the United Nations ‘Guidélines on the Use of
Military and Civil Defense Assets in Disaster Relief’ developed at the

International Conference on the Use of Military and Civil Defense Assets -

in Disaster Relief, held on 20 —21 January 1994 in Oslo, Norway, shall
apply for the purposes of the present Memorandum
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Article 2
Areas and Main Directions of Cooperation

1. At the request of OCHA, following- an appeal from an affected
country to the United Nations, the JHET-SDRU, subject to the mutual
agreement of the two countries-Parties to this: Memorandum of
Understanding, can be deployed “in “the requestmg country  for -
implementation of emergency humanitarian response elther ‘under the
authority of the United Nations, or as a part of an international respanse,
or on a separate basis,

2 In compliance with the need to organise emergency humamtanan
response and to .increase the level. of disaster preparedness, OCHA and
the Governments of the Hellemc Republic and the Republic -of Turkey
shall cooperate in the following' main directions:

- Organization' and conduct, .subject to agreement on a case-by-case
basis, at JHET-SDRU tralnmg bases, of training of experts and specialists
involved in international humanitarian emergency operations cartied out
under the aegis of the United Nations, including United Nations Disaster
Assessment and Coordination (UNDAC) experts, the International Search

and Rescue Advisory. Group (INSARAG) experts, and Mlhtary and Civil
Defence Assets (MCDA) PTO]eCt experts;

- Participation, in accordance with United Nations established practice, of

JHET-SDRU’s experts, graduated from special United Nations courses, in
UNDAC missions;

- Joint development and conduct, under the aegis of the United Nations,
within the territory of the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Turkey
or elsewhere, of international command post and field exercises aimed at

increasing the preparedness of the JHET-SDRU for international
humanitarian emergency operations;

- Organization of international seminars and fora on preparedness for
and conduct of international humanitarian emergency operations;

- Training of JHET-SDRU’s specialists and experts in UNDAC and UN-
CMCoord courses organized by OCHA on issues of preparedness for

» and conduct of international humanitarian emergency operations.

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Article 3

Exchange of Information

+

1 OCHA and the management of the JHET-SDRU will expeditiously

provide each other, as appropriate, with information at their disposal on
emergencies for the purpose of - preparing for and conducting
mtematlonal humamtanan emergency operatlons ona coordmated basis.

2. JHET-SDRU will prowde regularly updated information to the OCHA

data bank on its own resources, which could be placed at the disposal of

the United Nations for international humanitarian emergency operations

and will have access to the data bank of OCHA containing information

about forces and facilities, which are at the disposal .of emergency
response- organizations of other countries, as well as of international non-

governmental and inter-governmental organizations participating in the
MCDA and the INSARAG networks.

3. When it is necessary to engage JHET-SDRU's resources in the United
Nations international humanitarian emergency operations, OCHA will send
the appropriate request to the JHET-SDRU, where the following will be
speeified:

-type of emergency and type of operation;

-location(s) and estimated time schedule for the conduct of the
operation; »

-types and amount of forces and facilities requested from JHET-
SDRU;

~ -technical specifications of required equipment'

4. JHET-SDRU, subJect to the mutual agreement of the two countries-
Parties to this Memorandum of Understanding, will expeditiously inform
OCHA about its availability, extent and conditions of participation in the
humanitarian emergency operations;

5. The_ extent and conditidns of participation of JHET-SDRU in each
particular humanitarian emergency operation at the request of OCHA will

be set out in an exchange of letters between OCHA, the Governments of
the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Turkey, and, through
diplomatic channels, the Government of the recéiving state. In its reply,
the: Government of the receiving state, will be requested to acknowledge,
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inter alia, for the JHET-SDRU pérsonnel the status defined in Article 5
of the present Memorandum of Understanding.

6. OCHA and JHET-SDRU will regularly exchaﬁge informéﬁon on- status
and results of humanitarian emergency operatlons Wthh fall wnthm the
purview of the present Memorandum.

- Article 4‘

‘Financial Procedures

The engagement of JHET-SDRU in international humanitarian emergency
operations, carried out at the request and under theaegis of the United
Nations, as well as cooperation: in the framework of this Memorandum of. .
Understanding, including but not limited to the cooperation contemplated
in Article 2, and the costs and expenses resultmg from such activities,

shall have no financial implications to the programme budget of the
United Nations.

Article 5
Terms of Engagement and Status of Personnel

JHET-SDRU personnel, engaged in international humanitarian emergency
operations at the request of OCHA, who operate under the authority of
the United Natioris and comply with its rules and principles, shall be
considered by the United Nations as experts on mission for the United
Nations and shall be entitled to the privileges and immunities specified in
Section 22 Article 6 of the Convention on the Privileges and Immunities

of the United Nations adopted by the General. Assembly on 13 February
1946.

Article 6
Evaluation of Activities
At the end of each joint-operaﬁbri-, OCHA and the Governmer..'i‘;t_s of the

Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Turkey will jointly " conduct
evaluation of the engaged JHET-SDRU personnel activities.
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Article 7

Executive Bodies

1. The Emergency Services Branch (ESB) of OCHA will act as focal point
between OCHA and JHET-SDRU for coordination of: the activities
defined by the present Memqrahdum of Understanding.

2. The Governments of the Hellenic Rgput;lic and the Republic of Turkey
nominate the General Secretariat for Civil Protection of the Ministry of
Interior, Public Administration and Decentralization of the Hellenic
Republic and the General Directorate of Emergency Management of the .
Prime Ministry, Repubhc of Turkey as _their.-focal points for cooperatlon
in the framework of this Memorandum'of Understandmg '

Article 8
Implementation of the Memprandixm

The United Nations and the Governments of the Hellenic Republic and
the Republic of Turkey hereby agree that they may enter into such
supplementary arrangements for the implementation of the present
Memorandum of Understanding as may be found desirable.

: Article 9
Liability

1.The United Nations shall not be held liable for any loss or damage to
property, or for death, illness or injury incurred by members of JHET-
SDRU in performing services under this Memorandum of Understanding.

2. The Governments of the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Turkey
shall ensure that the members of their national contingents have adequate
-~ medical coverage, and that they are adequately protected and
compensated in case of illness, injury, disability, and death, while
performing services under this Memorandum of Understanding.

3. The Governments of the Hellenic Repﬁblic and the Republic of Turkey
shall deal with and hold the United Nations and its employees harmless
from any claims arising from or related to loss or damage to proper G, R
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to illness, injury, all forms of disability, or death, brought against the
United Nations by members of their feSpective .contingents in JHET-
SDRU, as well as from any claims brought against the United Nations by
any third parties resulting from or related to acts or omissions of JHET-
SDRU or of members of their respective contingents in JHET-SDRU.

Article 10
Settlement of Disputes

Any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of or relating to this
Agreement which is not. settled by negotiation or any other mutually
agreed mode of: settlement shall be submltted at the request of any
party, to arbitration by a sole arbitrator appointed by mutual agreement
of the Parties. If within sixty days of the request for arbitration the
arbitrator has not been appointed, any party may request the Secretary-
General of the Permanent Court of Arbitration at The Hague to appoint
an arbitrator. The procedure of the “arbitration shall be fixed by the’
arbitrator. The cost of the arbitration shall be borne by the Parties as

-assessed by the arbitrator. The arbitral award-shall contain a statement

of the reasons on which it is based and shall be accepted by the Parties
as the final and binding adjudication of the disputes.

Article 11

s

Final Clauses

1. The present Memorandum shall enter into force on the date when the
Governments of the Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Turkey have
notified each other, and the United Nations, on the completion of their
internal procedures required for its entry into force.

2. This Memorandum of Understanding shall remain in force for a period
of five (5) years. It may be extended by mutual consent of the United

Nations and the Governments of the Hellenic Republic and the Republic -
of Turkey.

3. Any Party may terminate this Memorandum of Understanding by
giving notice in writing to the other Parties, and this Memorandum of

Understanding shall terminate ninety (90) days following the ?eceipt of
such notice.
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. 4. Any applicable provision of this Memorandum of Understanding shall
survive the termination or expiration of this Memorandum of
Understanding to ‘the extent necessary in order ‘to permit the orderly
conclusion of activities and the settlement of accounts among the Parties.

5. The terms of the present Memorandum of Understanding may be
amended at any time by- mutual consent of the United Nations and the
Governments of the. Hellenic Republic and the Republic of Turkey. Any -
such amendments shall ‘enter into force accordmg to:-the procedure set
forth in the first paragraph of Article 11 and shall constitute an- integral
part of the Memorandum of Understanding. -
