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AGREEMENT ON COOPERATION IN THE FIELD OF DEFENCE BETWEEN
THE GONERNMENT OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC AND THE GOVERNMENT OF THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA
The Government of the Hellenic Republic and the Government of the Republic of Serbia,
hereinafter referred to as the "Parties”,

Taking into account and respecting the objectives and principles of the United Nations
Charter, and Following the commitments adopted in compliance with the Final Act of the
Conference on Security and Cooperation in Europe (CSCE), Paris Charter and Vienna-
Document as well as other relevant OSCE documents, b

~

Aiming at the further implementation of the measures for building up mutual trust and
security, stability and development of the relations at both, bilateral and mulnlateral

levels

And desiring to promote their bilateral cooperation in the field of defence,

Have agreed as follows:

Article 1
Purpose and Principles of Cooperation

(1) The purpose of this Agreement is to establish the principles upon which the
development and further promotion of the cooperation between the Parties in the field of
defence will be based.

(2) The Parties will ground their cooperation in the field of defence upon the principles of
equality, sovereignty, reciprocity and mutual interests.

(3) This Agreement will not affect either Party's rights to conclude similar agreements
with other countries.

Article 2
Definition of Terms

The terms used in this Agreement are defined as follows:

1) Sending Party - country that sends personnel, devices and equlpment 1 the territory of
the Receiving Party;

2) Receiving Party - country at the territory of which there are located the personnel,
-devices and/or equipment of the Sending Party;

3) Personnel - military personnel and civilians employed within the bodies of the Parties.

Article 3
Areas of Cooperation

The Parties will cooperate in the field of Defence particularly through the following areas:

1) Defence and security policy;

2) International operations and peace support operations;

3) Scientific research, and economic and technical cooperation;
4) Arms and disarmament control;
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5) Development, production and maintenance of arms and military equipment;
6) Military education and training;

7) Human Resources;

8) Logistics;

9) Military topography and mapmaking;

10) Military legislation;

11} Military medicine;

12) Crisis management in case of natural or technological disasters;

13) Special Services;

14) Other areas mutually agreed upon by the Parties.

Article 4
Forms of Cooperation

The Parties will cooperate through the following forms:

1) Visits at the level of Ministers of Defence, their Deputies, Chiefs of General Staffs or
other representatives of the Parties;

2) Visits of working and expert groups;

3) Sending and/or exchange of experts;

4) Participation in exercises and/or international operations;

5) Schooling and/or military training of the members of the armed forces of the Parties;
6) Exchange of experiences and consultations in the fields of common interests;

'7) Participation in conferences, Symposiums, seminars and working meetings;

8) Participation in exhibitions of armament and military equipment;

9) Other forms mutually agreed upon by the Parties.

Article 5
Agreement Implementation

(1) The Executive Bodies. of the Parties in charge of the implementation of this Agreement

are:
1. For the Government of the Hellenic Republic, the Ministry of national Defence of

the Hellenic Republic.
2. For the Government of the Republic of Serbia, the Ministry of Defence of the

Republic of Serbia.

(2) For the purpose of the implementation of this Agreement the Executive Bodies of the
Parties may conclude protocols and other supplementary arrangements, signed by their
authorized representatives.

Article 6
Cooperation Planning

(1) On the basis of this Agreement the Parties will work out an Annual Plan of Bilateral
Cooperation for the coming year.

(2) In order to work out the Annual Plan of Bilateral Cooperation the Executive Bodies of
the Parties shall exchange their drafts for the forthcoming year not later than October 15

of the ongoing year.
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(3) The Annual Plan of Bilateral Cooperation should comprise the following: designation
and description of activities, number of participants, venue, duration and date of the
activities, as well as other necessary information.

(4) The harmonised Annual Plan of Bilateral Cooperation for the forthcoming year will
be signed by the authorized representatives of the Executive Bodies of the Parties by

December 15™ of the ongoing year at the latest.

(5) The Parties may create a joint working group who shall follow the implementation of the
present Agreement.

Article 7
Financial Commitments

(1) The Parties will bear charges arisen during the implementation of this Agreement on a
reciprocity basis.

(2) The Sending Party will cover
1. Delegation transport costs from the place of departure to their final destination in
the host country and backwards.
2. Expenses concerning the transportation of the sick and/or the injured to their
countries.

(3) The Receiving Party will cover
1. Local transportation costs of the delegation from the meeting place to the places

where the planned activities will take place.
2. Board and lodging expenses, as well as the costs of cultural activities

arrangements.

(4) The Receiving Party will, if necessary, provide emergency medical treatment and
dental care for the members of the delegation and the personnel of the Sending Party in
their military medical institutions.

Article 8
Jurisdiction and Claims

(1) The personnel of the Sending Party is obliged to comply with the laws, procedures,
regulations and customs of the Receiving Party in course of activities conducted under this
Agreement in the territory of the Receiving Party.

(2) The disciplinary authority for the personnel of the Sending Party is their Commander
and/or the senior state official or the military representative in the territory of the Receiving

Party.

(3) For any criminal act committed in the territory of the Receiving Party, the personnel of
the Sending Party will be under the exclusive criminal jurisdiction of the Receiving Party.

(4) Each Party renounces any claim to compensation in case of death, injury or damages that
may occur to personnel or to the Party’s property arising from acts or omissions caused by
the personnel of the other Party during the implementation of this Agreement. Claims may
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only be raised if the action or omission took place deliberately or out of gross negligence. In
such a case, claims shall be settled by direct negotiations between the Parties without
recourse to the jurisdiction of a third party.

(5) In case of death, injury or damages caused to third parties by personnel of the Parties
acting under the terms of this Agreement, the Parties shall agree on payment of

“~compensation. If agreement cannot be reached, the case shall be submitted to the competent
Courts of the country in which the incident that caused the damages took place.

{6) Any claim not covered by the provisions of paragraphs 4 and S of this article will be
settled in accordance with the respective internal legislation of the Party in the territory of
which the incident occurred.

(7) When the Republic of Serbia becomes either PfP or NATO member state the legal status
of the personnel engaged in activities under the provisions of this agreement (including all
issues related to criminal jurisdiction and claims) will be governed by PfP SOFA or NATO
SOFA, respectively.

Article 9
Protection of Information, Documents and Data

(1) The Parties will provide the protection of information, documents and data either
received or exchanged during the implementation process of this Agreement, in
accordance with their respective national legislation.

(2) The Parties will not hand over the information, documents and data to a Third Party
without a prior consent in writing by the Party that has provided the information.

(3) The information, documents and data either received or exchanged through the
cooperation on the implementation of this Agreement, will not be used against the
interests of either Party.

Article 10
Disputes

Any potential dispute either related to the interpretation or arisen during the
implementation process of this Agreement will be solved by consultations and
negotiations between the Parties, without mediation of a Third Party.

Article 11
Amendments to the Agreement

Either Party may propose in writing amendments to any provision of the present Agreement.
The amendments, once agreed upon by both Parties, shall enter into force in accordance with the
procedure described in Article 12.

Article 12
Final Provisions

(1) This Agreement shall enter into force on the date of exchange of diplomatic notes by
which either Party informs the other about the completion of its internal legal procedures

necessary for the entry into force of the Agreement. However, where feasible, the Parties will
act in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement from the date of its signature.

(2) The Agreement shall remain in force for an indefinite period of time. Either Party may denounce
the Agreement at any time, with a 90 days prior written notification.

(3) In the event that there are financial issues or claims which remain unresolved at the time
of denunciation, the provisions of this Agreement related to those issues or claims shall
remain in force until the specific issues are definitely settled.

(4) In case of termination of this Agreement, the Parties are obliged to keep acting in
compliance with the provisions of Article 9 of this Agreement

Signed in Beograd on November 9, 2006, in duplicate each in the Greek, Serbian and
English languages, all texts being equally authentic. In case of divergence, the English
text shall prevail.

In witness thereof, the undersigned, being duly authorized thereto, have signed
this Agreement.
