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MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN
THE MINISTER OF NATIONAL DEFENCE OF THE REPUBLIC OF POLAND
AND THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE
OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
CONCERNING CO-OPERATION WITH THE
ATHENS MULTINATIONAL SEALIFT CO-ORDINATION CENTRE
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PREAMBLE

The Minister of National Defence of the Republic of Poland and the Ministry of
National Defence of the Hellenic Republic, hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”:

Considering the great importance of further developing cooperation among them in -

the field of strategic sealift activities;

Noting the shortfall of strategic sealift capabilities, especially for rapidly deployabie
forces;

Having regard to the concept of assuring and improving the efficiency and
effectiveness of strategic sealift movements;

Aiming at deploying national or multinational forces in NATO/EU-led or other
multinational entity-led operations under United Nations mandate and/or exercises,
through cooperation and especially through the Athens Multinational Sealift
Coordination Centre (hereinafter referred to as “AMSCC").

Having regard to the provisions of the Agreement between the Parties to the North
Atlantic Treaty regarding the Status of their Forces (NATO SOFA), done at London
on 19 June 1951 and applicable EU regulations;

Welcoming the decision of the Hellenic Republic to host and operate AMSCC and
the intent of the Republic of Poland to use its capabilities, as well as support the
functions of AMSCC,

have reached the following understanding:

ARTICLE 1
PURPOSE

1.1 The purpose of this Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter referred to
as the "MOU”) is to set up procedures for the implementation of co-operation
between the Parties within AMSCC.

1.2 This MOU and the related Technical Arrangement (TA) are indented to serve
as the basis for planning and executing strategic sealift movements.

ARTICLE 2
AIM AND OBJECTIVE

2.1 The aim of the MQOU is the provision of services from AMSCC in order to
support the Republic of Poland in resolving its strategic sealift shortfalls, with
special regard to those arising from a need for rapid deployment of forces in
NATO/EU or other multinational entity-led operations conducted under United
Nations mandate and/or EU/NATO exercises.

2.2 The objective of this MOU is to facilitate the provision of services by the
AMSCC to the Republic of Poland. These services include contractual services,
coordination and cooperation of sealift capabilities between the Parties.
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ARTICLE 3
PRINCIPLES AND GENERAL PROVISIONS

3.1 Subject to any different provisions of this MOU, the provisions of NATO
SOFA, EU regulations and any other relevant agreements in force between the
Parties, will apply to all activities conducted under this MOU.

3.2 The AMSCC is located in the Hellenic National Defence General Staff, in
Athens. The Hellenic Republic is heremafter refesred to as the “Host Nation” (HN).

3.3 The coordination mentioned in this MOU applies to military capabilities and
commercially chartered sealift assets, on a worldwide basis, for both operational
and non-operational purposes, including but not limited to exercises and
operations in peace, crisis and conflict (e.g. humanitarian assistance, evacuation
and rescue tasks), as well as unforeseen contingencies and emergencies.

3.4 The Parties reserve the right to use other means for deployment, altemative
to this MOU.

3.5 The AMSCC reserves the right not to take over a request for sealift, if this is
imposed by national security reasons. ‘

. ARTICLE 4
RESPONSIBILITIES
For the burposes of this MOU:
41 AMSCC

a. The AMSCC is responsible for collecing data on strategic sealift
capabilities of the Parties, as well as the available commercially chartered sealift
capabilities at a global levet.

b. The AMSCC is further responsible for collecting data on strategic sealift
requirements, for the purpose of facing any need or shortfall, whenever identified.

c. On the basis of the gathered data and upon request, the AMSCC will offer
advice as to how strategic sealift capabilities can be utilized more effectively.

d. Upon submission of a request, the AMSCC will carry out actions under the
final approval of the requesting Party in order to fulfil the requirements of assets
and services. ,

e. Upon completion of the chartering procedures and the activation of the
contract between the requesting Party and the ship owner, the requesting party will
be responsible for the execution of the confract, whereas the AMSCC will be
responsible for monitoring and coordinating the procured assets and services,
according to the needs of that Party.

f. The AMSCC is responsible to provide to the Polish Party all necessary
data regarding strategic sealift requirements and spare capacity.
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g. Further details regarding chartering procedures, chartering requests,
payment for assets, monitoring of vessels and spare capacity management will be
included in a following TA.

4.2 Host Nation (HN)

The HN:

a. Provides the necessary support, in terms of resources, assets, services
and facilities, for the proper functioning of the AMSCC.

b. Has identified its own competent civil and military authorities, responsible
for supporting the functions of the AMSCC.

c. Is offering to the Polish Party the optional capability for participation of a
liaison officer at the AMSCC, where appropriate, during the evolution of an
operation and/or exercise. Furthermore, the HN is also offering to the Polish Party
a post in the AMSCC, on a two year rotational basis, whenever a post is available.

ARTICLE 5
SECURITY AND DISCLOSURE OF INFORMATION

5.1 All classified information provided or generated pursuant to this MOU will be
stored, handied, transmitted and safeguarded by the Pasties in accordance with
their national laws and regulations. Such protection will be in conformity with
applicable NATO/EU security regulations and procedures. The Parties will notify
each other on concrete requirements resulting from their national laws and
regulations whenever a transfer of classified information is implemented.

5.2 Visits to AMSCC premises by personnel of the Polish Party will be arranged
in accordance with national procedures.

ARTICLE 6
FINANCIAL PROVISIONS

6.1 Procurement and all operational activities (as per Art. 4.1) are provided by the
AMSCC at no cost to the Polish Party, as they are funded by the HN.

6.2 The operating costs of the AMSCC are funded by the HN.

ARTICLE 7
CLAIMS AND LIABILITIES

7.1 Claims and liabilities arising out or in connection with the execution of this
MOU will be settied in accordance with Article Vil of the NATO SOFA.

7.2 AMSCC and the other cooperation Hellenic Authorities have no liability for
the execution of the contracts signed in the framework of this MOU or for any
fatalities, injuries or damages caused fo the Polish personnel or property during
transportation in accordance with those contracts.
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ARTICLE 8
SETTLEMENT OF DISPUTES

Any dispute arising from the interpretation or application of this MOU wiil be settied
by consultations between the Parties and will not be referred to a national or
international tribunal or to any other third party for settlement.

ARTICLE 9
AMENDMENTS

This MOU may be amended at any time, in writing, by the mutual consent of the
Parties. All amendments will come into force in accordance with Article 10.1.

ARTICLE 10
ENTRY INTO FORCE-DURATION-TERMINATION

10.1 This MOU will enter into effect on the date that the Hellenic Party notifies the
Polish Participant that all necessary internal procedures for its entry into force have
been fulfilled. It wili remain in effect until the Participants decide otherwise.

10.2 The implementation of this MOU is dependent on the signing of the related TA.
10.3 This MOU may be terminated by the mutual consent of the Parties, at any time.

10.4 Either Party may terminate this MOU by providing a written notice to the other
Party. In such a case, the MOU will be temminated after six months from the date of

- delivery of the notice or after completion of any contracts signed in the framework

of this MOU, whichever occurs later. After the date of delivery of the notice no new
contracts in the framework of this MOU will be signed.:

10.5 Notwithstanding the termination of this MOU Articles 5, 6 and 7 will continue
to apply, until all obligations mentioned theremn are definitely settied.

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TECHNICAL ARRANGEMENT BETWEEN
THE MINISTER OF NATIONAL DEFENCE OF THE REPUBLIC OF POLANL
AND THE MINISTRY OF NATIONAL DEFENCE
OF THE HELLENIC REPUBLIC
CONCERNING THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE
MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING ON COOPERATION WITH THE
ATHENS MULTINATIONAL SEALIFT COORDINATION CENTRE

INTRODUCTION

. The Minister of National Defence of the Republic of Poland and the Ministry of
National Defence of the Hellenic Republic, hereinafter referred to as “the Parties”

Desiring to enhance the rationalization, readiness and effectiveness of their
respective forces through the cooperative use of Strategic Sealift capabilities;

Seeking to establish basic arrangements for the suitable provision of Strategic
Sealift capabilities;

having regard to the "Memorandum of Understanding” (hereinafter referred to as
"the MOU") between the Parties conceming cooperation with the Athens
Multinational Sealift Coordination Centre (AMSCC), done in 2008.

have reached the following understanding:

SECTION 1
PURPOSE

The purpose of this Technical Arrangement (TA) is to set out the additional
arrangements and procedures that apply to the cooperation of the Parties with the
AMSCC. Provisions already included in the MOU will apply to this TA and its
associated Annexes. The Annexes {o this TA from "A" to "H” regulate specific
aspects that must be applied for the services provided. These Annexes constitute
an integral part of this TA. Other Annexes may be added by mutual consent.

SECTION 2
FINANCE

Financial issues conceming the use of the AMSCC capabilities and services, as
referred to in Article 6 of the related MOU, are set out in Annex "A” to this TA.

SECTION 3
ORDERING PROCUREMENT AND CHARTERING PROCEDURES

1.  The Points of Contact (PoC) for ordering transportation procedures are set
out in Annex “B” to this TA. Each requirement for sealift capacity will be submitted
by the Polish PoC to AMSCC for a detailed assessment.

2. The sealift request will be made in accordance with the form set out in Annex
*C”. The AMSCC may pravide additional forms, when deemed necessary, in order
to facilitate the requesting Party to fill the sealift request.
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3. AMSCC through State Maritime Transportation Directorate of the Hellenic
Ministry of Mercantile Marine will carry out tenders as described in Annex "D”, in
order to acquire the required assets.

4.  Upon completion of tender procedures, the renting contracts (charter parties)
will be approved and signed, in English, by the Polish Party’s representatives,
directly with the ship owner. One copy of any renting contract (charter party) will
be provided by the Polish Party to AMSCC, for monitoring use.

5. The requesting Party is the charterer of the vessel(s) and is responsible for
the good execution of the charter party. The requesting Party, after the good
execution of the charter party, will pay directly the ship owner. AMSCC will monitor
the chartered vessel(s) on behalf of the charterer of the vessels.

6. Details about contractual aspects and use of spare capacity are set out in
Annex "E” to this TA.

SECTION 4
ADVISORY BOARD

1. An Advisory Board (AB) will be established with the participation of
representatives of all GovemmentsMinistries of Defencefintemational
Organisations which have signed a relevant MOU, for cooperation with AMSCC.

2. The AB wil be enlarged with the cooperation of further
Governments/Ministries of Defence/International Organizations with. the AMSCC.

3. The AB will be responsible for providing advisory support to the activities and
goals related to the provisions of sealift capacity.

4. Meetings of the AB will take place at AMSCC premises, on request of any
Government/Ministry of Defence/intemational Organization mentioned above.

They will be chaired by the AMSCC Director and all decisions will be taken by
consensus.

SECTION §
MANNING CONTRIBUTION IN THE AMSCC

Procedures for manning contribution are detailed in Annex °F°, along with an
organisational chart of the AMSCC with distinct roles and duties, as well as
dedicated posts for representatives of all Govemments/Ministries of
Defencef/international Organizations co-operating with the AMSCC.

SECTION 6
MONITORING OF CHARTERED VESSELS

Principles and procedures to be implemented by the participating shipping
companies, the requesting Party and the AMSCC, in order to monitor the chartered
assets are specified in Annex "G”. The mentioned task has to be achieved with
extensive use of commercial fink {phone, fax, telex, data etc.), as well as the
existing military systems in compliance with NATO/EU standards.
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SECTIO
AMENDMENTS

Each Party may request amendments to this TA at any time. Any such

amendment, except changes to Annex “B”, will enter into effect in accordance with
Section 8.1. :

SECTION 8
ENTRY INTO EFFECT, DURATION AND TERMINATION

1. This TA shall enter into force after signature by both parties and upon written
notification by the Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic that all
internal procedures required for the entry into force of this Agreement have been
concluded, but not before the date that the MOU enters into effect. it will remain in
effect so long as the MOU remains in effect or until the Parties decide otherwise.

2. This TA may be terminated by the mutual consent of the Parties, at any time.
In such a case, the TA will be terminated after six months from the date of delivery
of the notice or after completion of any contracts signed in the framework of the
MOU, whichever occurs later. After the date of delivery of the notice, no new
contracts in the framework of the MOU will be signed.

1. The operating costs of the AMSCC are funded by the Host Nation (HN), as

referred to in Asticle 6.2 of the MOU. The AMSCC’s operating budget is calculated
in EURO.

2. In addition to the support detailed in the MOU, the HN will provide at no cost:

- seeurity;

- necessary identity cards and security passes;

- medical care provided at Hellenic National Defence General Staff
(HNDGS) level, *

- dental care provided at HNDGS level;

- health & safety inspections and precautions;

- fire protection;

- communication charges over military networks;

- HN forms. and military publications.

3.  Support provided by the HN:

a. Accommodation:
- office space maintenance;

SEALIFT REQUEST

1. The PoCs provide the AMSCC with details of their requirements. The request
includes, in general, the following information:

a. Route.
(1) Sea Port of Embarkation
(2) Sea Port of Disembarkation.
(3) Restrictions on expected routing.

b. Time period for the execution of the contract (if applicable).

c. Rationale for urgency procedure in order to justify EU negotiations or
national limited tender.

d. Passengers (Escort and/or Technical Personnel). number and rank.

e. Cargo:

(1) Length in Metres.

(2) Type of cargo — limiting factors for vessel to be notified (corridor width,
deck height and maximum deck load, ramp load capacity, electrical power for
refrigerated shelters/containers). Analytical list of the transported equipment to be
transported with specified weight and dimensions has to follow as soon as it is
available. :

(3) Volume/Dimensions.

(4) Details of hazardous material, to be included in the cargo, hazard
class, quantity/net weight of the explosives, if applicable.

(5) Analytical value of cargo for ship-owner procedures (i.e. insurance).

(6) Earliest and latest date/time to load.

(7) Required and/or latest delivery date or minimum speed of the vessel.

(8) Who is eligible to execute loading/discharging the vessel.

(9) Wnho is eligible to lash/secure the cargo.

(10)Amplifying remarks.

f. Estimated amount of the contract.

g. Draft contract format including technical terms and contract clauses, if
possible.

2. Requests should be made preferably by CRONOS, fax or e-mail, in English,
and reception will be acknowledged via the same means of communications.
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ANNEX D

CHARTERING PROCEDURES

Any requirement for sealift capacity will be submitted by the requesting Party
{charterer) via authorized communication channels to AMSCC for a detaus:
assessment. Thereafter, the requirement for vessels will be forwarded to the State
Maritime Transoortations Directorate (SMTD) of the Hellenic Ministry of Mercantile
Marine. The procurement, on behalf of requesting Party (charterer) will be done by
the SMTD, pursuant to national or EU legislation. Four different chartering
procedures through the SMTD are described below. The first two are in
accordance with .national legislation, which is in line with the EU legislation. The

other two will take place in accordance with the respective EU Directives, being
embodied to the Hellenic legislation.

(1) Open tender

According to the Greek legislation, any tender is widely announced to the

national media (at least three newspapers) and the national Gazette, at least 10
davs before the actual tender takes place.

(2) Limited tender

This procedure is used in cases of emergency, when immediate action has to
be taken. For this reason, it has to be justified by the requesting Party. In this
case, the announcement is limited to Hellenic Chamber of Shipping, the Hellenic
Shipping Unions and the web site of the Hellenic Ministry of Mercantile Marine.

This procedure requires announcement at least 3 days before the actual tender
takes place.

(3) EU tender — negotiations

According to the respective EU Directives, being embodied to the Hellenic
legisiation.

(4) EU negotiations

According to the respective EU Directives, being embodied to the Hellenic
legislation.
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ANNEX E

CONTRACTUAL ASPECTS AND USE OF SPARE CAPACITY

1. Technical terms and contract clauses

Technical terms and contract clauses will be specified in the draft contract
format, that may be attached to the sea lift request (Annex "C”).

2. Terms of payment

Payment must be done by the Polish Party without any involvement of the

~AMSCC, in accordance with the terms of the contract.

3. Execution of renting contracts

The Polish Party is responsible for the execution of the renting contracts, and
for alt costs and claims arising during the execution of the contract.

4. Ship’s safety

The Commanding Officer/Master of the ship is the final authority for any
aspect, which may affect the ship's safety.

5. Stowage and transportation of hazardous cargoes

Stowage and transportation of hazardous cargoes will be accomplished in
accordance with the foliowing regulations, as appropriate:

a. International Maritime Dangerous Goods Regulations (including vessel's
dangerous goods regulations) or national regulations, if more restrictive.

b. NATO Publications (e.g. STANAG 4441 “Manual of NATO Safety
Principles for the Transport of Military Ammunition and Explosives”).

6. Use of spare capacity

The Polish Party' retains the right to offer the spare capacity of its chartered
vessels to other partners for NATO/EU or other muitinational entity-led operations
conducted under United Nations mandate and/or exercises, against
reimbursement.

In case of offering the spare capacity, the management will be undertaken by
AMSCC.

The Parties will exchange information on available spare capacity of vessels.
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ANNEX F

MANNING ISSUES

1. The Manning list of the AMSCC consists of 15 personnel total. The HN
retains permanently the right to fill at least the post of the AMSCC Director, the
AMSCC Director's Advisor (Hellenic Coast Guard officer) and the posts of the
Supporting Branch.

The ltalian MoD retains permanently the right to fill the post of Deputy Director
(DD)/Chief of Staff (COS). The remaining posts may be provided to the
Governments/Ministries of Defence/international Organizations participating in the
AMSCC, subject to request from them and approval by HN.

2. The normal tour length at the AMSCC is 2 years. A three-week overlap with
the previous incumbent is important to ensure smooth transition. Appointment of

personnel who might retire or be promoted during assignment to the AMSCC
should be avoided.

3. Assignment of Permanent Personnel

a. The assignment will be done upon consultation between the Parties.

b. The Polish Party will send to the Hellenic Party an "Assignment Letter of
Intent”, to include:

- name - rank;
- curriculum vitae (CV);
- time period of assignment.

c. Within ten (10) working days after receipt of the Assignment Letter of Intent,
the Hellenic Party will provide an answer on the acceptance. of the assignment.

d. A week after the completion of the letter exchange, the Polish Party's
personnel may report to the AMSCC.

4. The Requesting Party will pay all costs arising from the participation of their
personnel in the AMSCC.

COMMUNICATIONS, MONITORING AND GENERAL INFORMATION

1. Contractual clauses concerming monitoring

a. In order for AMSCC to exercise its duties of monitoring the assets, the

following information has to be provided by the operator, agent or master of the
vessel prior to sailing:

(1) Ship identification (name, calt sign, IMO identification number or MMSI
number).

(2) Name, coordinates of ship’s security officer and of company’s security
officer.

(3) Crew list and total number of personnel on board.

(4) Estimated time of sailing from port of embarkation and estimated time
of arrival at port of disembarkation.

b. The Master of the vessel must send, every twelve hours (reducible to six
hours, if specific operational requirements mandate), a megsage to AMSCC aimed
to informing on the ship positioning, good course of shipment and estimated arrival
dateltime to the next port. The Master has also the obligation to report expediently
to AMSCC any incident or accident affecting the safety of the ship, any incident or

accident which endangers shipping safety or any situation liable to lead to pollution
of the sea.

TERMINOLOGY
The terms used in this TA are defined as follows:

a. Monitoring

(2) To link the vessel and the charterer with allied nations or relevant
international organizations (e.g. UN, NATO or EU) responsible to provide any
information or/fand possible force protection during the sea passage from the
berthing period until the completion of the vessel’s route.
