Qualifications

(a) A certified document, egquivalernt to the
Hellenic Highschccl Diplcma entitling the candidate to enrci
in a University of his country.

(b) Excellent or gccd conduct.

(c}) OQfficers Schools candidates must e Letwszen
17-22 years of age; NCOS Schools candidates shceuld nct ke
over 24 years cf age by 31 December cf the year cf their
arrival in Greece.

{d) Candidates and students must be single.

(e) Candidates have to be healthy and not disakled
in any way; specifically:

(1} For their selection excellent medical
condition should be confirmed and they shculd ke supplied
with a health certificate.

{2) Upon their arrival to Greece all students
will undergc a thorough medical examination, according to the
criteria of Decree 426/84, by the Supreme Medical Committee
of the Branch where their School belongs to.

ARTICLE VI

Candidares Prerarstorv School

1. The acceptance or not of the scholarships propeosed
by the Hellenic Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MOFA) as well as
the names of the candidates students, should ke communicated
by the MCD of the Republic ¢f Mcldeva to the EHellenic MCOFa
two months after the scholarship has been gffered.
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2. Their arrival to Greece must be completed by the

end of September of each year,so that the candidates can

. attend the Preparatory Schcol, where they learn the Greek
language.

3. The Greek language is taught through English or
French.

4. Training in the Greek language, through Mcldovian
language, will be ocffered, only in case Greece has such
capability.

5. The Greek language cannot be taught through another
language, exept for the afcrementioned onas.

6. During their attendance of the Preparatsry Scheocl,
candidate students have to fellow the program cf the Scheel
and comply with its regulations.

ARTICLE VII
Certificates recuired

1. All students are cbliged to brinc the folleowing
cercificates, uypon their arrival ro Greece.

a. Birth certificate :

b. Certificate of Studies

c. Certificate of Eealth

d. Certificate shcwing that the szudent has keax
selected fcr a specific scheocol and specizlizazicn coursa

e. Marital Status Certificace indicating "ncc
married".

2. Especially those scheduled to attend the Service
Support Officers Military Schocl sheould tring with them:
a. The originzl of the Certificate, eguivalent te
the Hellenic High School Diploma.

b. Certificate issued by the Ministry cf Educaticn
of their Country certifying that the individual can ke
admitted to a University of his country.

c. Citizenship certificate of the candidate as well as
of both of his’'parents.

3. Certificates and all menticned above should be
translated in the Greek, English or French language and then
should be submitted to the appropriate Hellenic Diplomatic
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Autherities for a first check andé approval.

4. Further, and by the end of August the
aforementioned certificates are forwarded to the Hellenic
MOFA whereas the final check and approval will be conducted.

ARTICLE VIII

Arrival Reception

1. The MOD of the Republic of Moldova is ckbliged to
advise the MOFA or MCD of the exact arrival information in
time, (Flight No, Date and Time) in order to facilitate thre
Hellenic Military Authorities to receive the candidates.

2. The aforementioned infermaticn sheould be received
by the Eellenic Authorities at leas:t ocne week Fricr to their
arrival.

ARTICLE IX

Penal Jurisdiction Consecuences

1. During the course of their studies, the students of
the Republic of Moldova are subject to the Greek Penal Code
regarding criminal offences committed in Hellenic territory,
even if those cffences are not punishable under Moldovian
law.

2. Any violation of the Eellenic Penal Code by a
Mcldovian student, in additicn to the rest of the sanctions,
will result to his immediate repatriaticn as "2ZRSONA NON
GRATA"

ARTICLE X

Course of Studies

1. During the course of Studies, the students of the
Republic of Moldova are required to comply with the rules andé
regulations of Military Schools or training centers they
attend, and they are subjected to the same Disciplinary Rules
as the Greek students.

2. Any student who fails to be promoted twice during
his whole attendance is considered incompetent and has to
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return to his country on his country expenses. .

3. The Hellenic MCD notifies the MOD of the Repuklic of
Moldova that it has to nominate the graduates and cover the
expenses of their clothing three months before their
‘graduatlon ceremony, otherwise they will attend the latcter

dressed in the students’ uniform.

4. Being in their country or in third ccuntries, during
their official leave, the students must ke granted the
permisssion of their MOD.

5. Moreover, the MOD of the Republic of Mcldova is
cbliged to provide leave allowances at its discreticn in
order that the Moldovian students mest their cwn expenses
during their stay in Greece. '

6. Students resignaticn at any time during thelir
attendance will be accepted, after MOD of the Republic of

Moldcva approval.

ARTICLE IXI

Student Progress
