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Principal Memorandum of Understanding

The Ministry of National Defence of the Hellenic Republic

(hereinafter referred to as: "HMOND")

The Ministry of Defence of the State of Israel

(hereinafter referred to as: "IMOD")

Concerning Defence, Military, Strategic and Technological Relations and
Cooperation between HMOND and IMOD
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The Parties to this Principal Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter
referred to: "PMOU")

Reaffirming their close relations based upon common interests established
on successful long term cooperation and friendship;

Recognizing and sharing the common vision of building strong defence,
military and strategic capabilities in both countries;

Having in mind the Agreement of Cooperatlon signed by them on the date of
December 1% 1994;

Having in mind the Security Agreement signed by them on February 10”’,
1992, hereinafter referred to as: "the Security Agreement";

Following the Additional Agreement on Military and Technical Cooperation
signed October 14™, 1999;

Pursuant to the Agreemeﬁt on Military and Defence Cooperation between
the Parties dated November 15™, 2005;

Wishing to enhance and enlarge the defence, military, strategic, and
technological cooperation;

Recognizing that mutual understanding, exchange of information and
increased co-operation between their respective Ministries and Armed
Forces, including the strategic dialogue on defence issues, may enhance
building of defence industrial and military capabilities of both Parties.

Expressing their intention to defining through this MOU the frame, structure

and organizations relating to the defence, military, strategic and
technological cooperation between the Parties,

Have agreed to the following:
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Article 1- Scope of the PMOU

1.

On the basis of the existing relations between the Parties, the
achievements already reached and the mutual trust and friendship
built up, the Parties agree to set up the framework and structure to
enhance Defence, Military, Strategic and Technological Cooperation

~and strengthen the capabilities of their Armed Forces in the

following fields:

A. Defence Policy;

B.  Defence Industrial and Technological Cooperation including
Defence R&D activities; ’

C.  Military Cooperation.
D.  Strategic coordination and cooperation

It is agreed that this PMOU shall be implemented in accordance
with each Party's national laws and regulations.

Article 2- Arrangements for Cooperation and Interaction

1.

The Parties shall operate the following Fora, Working Groups and
Arrangements and shall engage in a wide range of activities:

A.  Meetings of high level officials from both Parties;

B.  Reciprocal visits and professional exchange programs;

C.  Exchange of military and technological know-how and
expertise;

D.  Attendance at seminars, discussions and symposia;

E.  Joint projects.

For this purpose it is agreed that a Senior Joint

Working Group (SJWG) shall be established in order to periodically
discuss issues of mutual interest as above mentioned. Each Party
shall appoint two (2) Representatives to participate on the Senior
Joint Working Group. The Senior Joint Working Group shall meet
alternately in Israel and the Hellenic Republic, as shall be needed.
The Party which hosts the Senior Joint Working Group shall chair
the respective meeting.
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3. The Parties may also undertake any other activities which in their
opinion would promote closer cooperation between the HMOND
and IMOD, in the fields above mentioned in para 1.

4. Itis agreed by the Parties that additional Fora, Working Groups or

other Arrangements may be set up for &e’gjﬁc*py_izposes, as shall be
agreed separately between the Parties.

Article 3- Security Arrangements

The Parties agree that the Security Agreement of 1992 as well as specific
security arrangements to be agreed between the Parties, shall apply to the

activities listed in this PMOU, unless otherwise speciﬁed b the Parties.

Article 5- Miscellaneous

L. This PMOU does dot derogate from or in any way hinder the rights

and obligations under any existing Agreements or MOUs between the

Parties.

2. This PMOU shall be effective upon 51gnature It shall remain in force
unless terminated by mutual consent of the Parties, or by either Party
subject to six months prier written notice of termination. The
obhgations of the Parties under Article 3 shall continue,
notw1thstand1ng the termination of this PMOU
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3. In the event of any dispute arising between the Parties, whether the
dispute relates to the interpretation of this PMOU or the
implementation of the terms arising therefrom, the Parties shall make
every reasonable effort to reach an amicable agreement. In the event,
however, of the Parties failing to reach such agreement, they shall
submit the dispute for settlement by the Director General of National
Defence Policy and International Relations of HMOND and the
Director General of IMOD. Any decision given pursuant to any such
settlement shall be final and binding upon the Parties.

4. 'This PMOU may be amended at any time by mutual written
consent of the Parties. e
